of Jesus as my own. 
 

Dear Friends in Christ, 

Welcome to Sacred Heart Parish! Are you new to 
our church or visiting? Thank you for joining us.  
 

In the vast majority of Catholic churches in the 

United States and the world the Ascension of the 
Lord is celebrated this Sunday (instead of Thurs-

day). I’m thankful that we are among a handful of 
dioceses that celebrates the 7th Sunday of East-

er…on the 7th Sunday of Easter. 
 

The first reading from Acts 1 accounts the selec-
tion of Matthias to replace Judas who met a disas-

trous fate. It’s fascinating to see the Holy Spirit 
work in the Apostles to give them the knowledge 

that Judas needed to be replaced and then to set 

about the task. You have to wonder if Matthias 
felt ready to be identified as one of Jesus original 

followers. Did he feel unworthy? Probably. Were 
there doubts? I bet he had a few. But enter their 

ranks he did, ready to learn from the others and 
ready to embrace the next step that Christ (and 

the apostles) saw for him. 
 

Each follower of Jesus fills a unique spot in the 
world that He doesn’t want to go empty. Each of 

us matters and must make a decision of how we 

will do that. Sounds a bit like “Decision Point” 
from stewardship renewal, doesn’t it? It’s hard to 

believe that we are nearing the 6 month mark 
from those commitments we made. How are you 

doing? If you are like me, I have to stop and look 
at the goals I’ve made once in a while to stay on 

track. That’s what living a Stewardship Way of 

Life is all about. It’s not a one-time thing, but a 
consistent way of living that helps us listen to the 

Lord and respond to what He desires for us.  
 

This weekend Fr. Scott and I are inviting the par-

ish to recognize the gift of summer that our Lord 

presents to us. How might we utilize this time as 
refreshment for the journey to help us “stay on 

track” with these most important things in our  

way of life? Take a couple weeks before heading  

out for the summer to ask yourself where you and 
your family are in regard to the time, talent, and 

treasure goals you set last fall. Set some new goals. 
 

We are also ending our fiscal year on June 
30. Help us finish with momentum. Tithing is a 

major part of discipleship; a way in which trust the 

Lord in offering our gifts back to him. I’m inviting 

each household to increase your weekly giving 

10% in these lasts weeks of before June 30 and 

continue this level going forward. A tithe of 

$25.00 per week becomes $27.50. Few people 

will notice the difference in their budget but col-

lectively it makes a huge difference for our 

church. We have laid out some ambitious and 

necessary goals in our ministries. I know that 

you’re a people who believe in reaching for the 

heights. Will you join me in helping us finish 

well? Know of my gratitude in helping us carry 

out this important work.
